FILLING THE SPA

It is advisable to check your water source before filling your spa (soft water can be corrosive and cause damage to the spa equipment, whilst “well” water may contain materials that cause stains or deposits).  Take a sample of your water supply for our recommendations.  If in doubt call your local water board and they will tell you what the water quality in your area is like.

For safety, always add chemicals to the water while the spa is filling.  Add chemicals to water, not water to chemicals.  

· Fill the spa with fresh water until the level is midway up the skimmer opening. 

·  When filling the spa there is a need to ensure that the spa is thoroughly sanitised, which will be accomplished by shock dosing the spa.

Note:

If you are using a garden hose to fill the spa, allow the water in the hose to flush out for several minutes.  Stagnant water in hoses can contain pollutants and bacteria (including Legion Ella), which can be a health hazard.
